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Ms. Sandonato trained at the Lorna London School of Ballet in Larchmont, NY and at the School of American Ballet. She won the bronze medal at the prestigious Fifth International Ballet Competition in Varna, Bulgaria. 
She was the first Principal dancer with Pennsylvania Ballet Company and a Principal with the National Ballet of Canada. She has made guest appearances with numerous companies including Wisconsin Ballet, Boston Ballet and the Eglevsky Ballet. She has danced the role of Odette/Odile in Swan Lake and Principal roles in Balanchine's Scotch Symphony, Symphony in C, Concerto Barocco, Allegro Brilliante and Serenade. She also danced Aurora in Nureyev's production of Sleeping Beauty and in Fokine's Les Sylphides and William Dollar's The Duel. 
Ms. Sandonato was Assistant Professor at the University of the Arts in Philadelphia and is currently a lecturer at SUNY Purchase. She has taught on the faculty of Stamford City Ballet School in Connecticut, Pittsburgh Ballet Theatre School, Alvin Ailey American Dance Centre and Philadanco. She was the Artistic Director for Princeton Ballet and Atlantic City Ballet.  She is currently the Artistic Director of the Barbara Sandonato School of Ballet in Philadelphia.
