Summer Program Policies & Procedures
The purpose of our program is to provide serious ballet students with an exceptional training experience that combines rigorous technique and innovative, challenging choreography.   In keeping with the mission of the Brandywine Ballet, students will be working with professional guest faculty as well as resident faculty.

DRESS CODE: Ballet - Ladies:  Pink tights, pink shoes, solid color leotard, short skirts or tight fitting warmers.  Men:  Black or White tights, close fitting shirt or leotard, black or white slippers.  No baggy pants or street wear will be allowed.  
LOCATION: The Dance Center, Official School of the Brandywine Ballet, located at 317 Westtown Rd., Suite 5, West Chester, PA 19382.   610-692-6402    www.brandywineballet.com
LEVEL PLACEMENT:   Two levels of training will be offered, Intermediate and Advanced, for qualified students ages 11 and up.  Placement will be determined solely by the Artistic Staff.  Potential students who cannot audition in person must submit a resume and video for review.    Notification of acceptance will be made within 1 week of audition.  Notification of level placement will be made no later than June 1. To schedule an audition, please call Donna Muzio at 610-696-5023.  Students from The Dance Center/Brandywine Ballet will automatically be placed in the appropriate level by the Artistic Staff no later than June 1. No audition is necessary.

CULMINATING PERFORMANCE: Our program will culminate with a performance on SATURDAY, JULY 25 at the Delaware County Summer Festival at Rose Tree Park, Rt. 252, Media, PA.
PERFORMANCE POLICY:  In order to perform the new choreography at Rose Tree Park, dancers must sign up for all three weeks. The required performance attire is a black camisole leotard, a 12” black Mirella  skirt and black jazz pants.  In addition, students will be responsible for all shoes and tights required for the performance.
TUITION:  Tuition is $325 for Week One, $325 for Week Two, and $375 for Week Three.   If a student signs up for all 3 weeks, a discounted rate of $975 is given if all 3 weeks are paid in full on or before May 1, 2009.  Single class rate is $22 an hour, if applicable. 
TUITION POLICY: A $100.00 deposit per week is due no later than May 1, 2009.  The balance is due on or before June 1, 2009.  
 No refunds will be given for any reason.
CANCELLATION POLICY: The Brandywine Ballet reserves the right to cancel any class or program that does not have sufficient enrollment.  In that case, a full refund will be given.  Teachers are subject to change without notice.  Schedule is subject to change without notice.
RELEASE POLICY: The Brandywine Ballet assumes no responsibility for any injury while attending class. Dancer must be in good health, with no recent past illness or injuries that could be complicated by physical exercise. If any doubt exists, consult your physician before enrolling. Families will release any and all rights and claims for damages or injury that could occur at any time against the Brandywine Ballet, The Dance Center, their agents or representatives; for any injury or damages that may be suffered in connection with their association or entry into dance training. Parents and/or dancers should realize that before entering themselves in such a rigorous program there is an element of risk involved and therefore, the dancers themselves and their families assume sole responsibility if any injury should occur. In the case of such an injury to any student, adult or child, the dancer and their family  release Brandywine Ballet, its teachers and associated personnel from all responsibility.

In the event of injury to any student which requires emergency medical attention, the dancer and their family permits the Brandywine Ballet to obtain such care and the dancer and their family promises to pay all associated costs upon receipt of the bill.
